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DRAINAGE SYSTEMS

Drainage systems are indispensable for the preservation of water
designated for public use and for maintaining a pleasant environm-
ent. In Kanazawa, there are plans to equip an area of up to 9,606
hectares in the future.
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ROADS

Kanazawa’s roads serve the important role supporting the
life of the city.

In order to cope with traffic covering a wide area,
Kanazawa is composed of circular roads located within
the inner, central and outer areas of the city.

From the heart of Kanazawa, radiating roads link these
circular roads and also the city’s main routes. With the
implementation of these, Kanazawa is on its way to
establishing an all round, fully equipped traffic system.
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LAND READJUSTMENT PROJECTS

Land improvement planning aims for the well balanced
use of urban land in areas currently undergoing
readjustment and those areas marked for future
readjustment.

In Kanazawa, the development of new urban areas is
actively being pursued with the increase of public facilities
and land designated for housing.
